Indonesia merupakan negara yang memiliki kekayaan alam dan budaya yang 

beraneka ragam, hal ini membuat banyak negara dari seluruh dunia datang ke 

Indonesia. Bangsa Belanda mulai masuk dan meneruskan pelayaran serta menyebar 

ke seluruh wilayah Indonesia, termasuk juga Kota Kisaran, kemudian 

meninggalkan beberapa peninggalan sejarah. Setelah kedatangan bangsa Belanda 

dengan membawa pengaruh budaya dan bentuk arsitekturnya, beberapa bangunan 

mulai menyebar dengan pengaruh arsitektur Belanda di Kota Kisaran, diantaranya 

seperti kantor pos Kota Kisaran, rumah sakit umum Ibu Kartini, dan PT Bakrie 

Sumatra Plantation Kota Kisaran. Ketiga bangunan ini masih berdiri kokoh, dimana 

ciri-ciri arsitektur kolonial dapat dilihat pertama kali pada fasad bangunan. 

Penelitian ini merupakan penelitian kualitatif deskriptif melalui studi pustaka, 

wawancara dan pengamatan langsung di lapangan. Penelitian ini dilakukan untuk 

mengetahui bentuk pengaruh budaya Belanda dalam bidang arsitektur melalui 

“Kajian karakteristik arsitektur kolonial pada fasad bangunan Kantor Pos, Rumah 

Sakit Umum Ibu Kartini dan PT Bakrie Sumatra Plantation di Kota Kisaran”.

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ABSTRACT 

Indonesia is a country rich in diverse natural resources and cultural heritage, which 

has attracted many nations from around the world to come to Indonesia. The Dutch 

began to arrive, continued their voyages, and expanded across various regions of 

Indonesia, including Kisaran City, leaving behind several historical relics. 

Following the arrival of the Dutch—along with their cultural influence and 

architectural forms—various buildings in Kisaran City began to develop with Dutch 

colonial architectural characteristics, such as the Kisaran Post Office, Ibu Kartini 

General Hospital, and PT Bakrie Sumatra Plantation in Kisaran. These three 

buildings still stand firmly today, where the characteristics of colonial architecture 

are most evidently seen on their facades. This research is a descriptive qualitative 

study conducted through literature review, interviews, and direct field observation. 

The purpose of this study is to identify the forms of Dutch cultural influence in 

architecture through an analysis of the characteristics of colonial architecture found 

on the facades of the Kisaran Post Office, Ibu Kartini General Hospital, and PT 

Bakrie Sumatra Plantation buildings in Kisaran City.
