This research focuses on the purpose of analyzing the implementation of
QRIS in improving the efficiency of MSME transactions in Takengon City,
analyzing the impact dan challenges in perspective of Islamic finance. This
descriptive qualitative research uses 5 resource persons consisting of 3
MSME actors dan 2 costumers. The result showed that QRIS implementation
has a positive impact on inscreasing the efficiency and competitiveness of
MSMEs, but challenges in the form of limited digital literacy, infrastructure,
and compliance with sharia principles need to be addressed so that QRIS
implementation can increase the efficiency of MSME transactions in
Takengon City in line with Islamic financial principles by minimizing these
challenges.
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
